Qualifications: Investment professional in good standing, 5+ years of experience in equity research or a related field, ideally portfolio managers and equity analysts. CFA designation not required.
Duties:  Will attend a one-hour training/orientation meeting in early January.  Each grader will grade four equity research reports (10 pages + appendix) using a standard grading scale. The grading of four reports is projected to take about two hours. Subsequent to grading, there will be a final 30 minute meeting.  Some or all of the meetings may be via voice conference. Will read teams’ final research reports and will be able to provide useful, constructive feedback.  Graders are asked to provide short comments to the different sections of each report to serve as constructive feedback for the students. Please make sure that your comments will be helpful to students in improving upon their reports and/or analysis. Graders should refrain from using overly negative language.
Time Commitment: (During January 2010).  Attend two meetings (1 hour + 30 minutes) and spend two hours grading four reports. Total time commitment is 3.5 hours.
